The objectives of learning and developing notions about audiovisual grammar are achieved by the
demonstrative component and by the practical realization of the examples presented in class.

The objectives of learning and developing skills for planning, capturing and editing video are achieved through

the application of the syllabus and constant monitoring of the work developed in class, namely, by monitoring
the processes and dynamics inherent to the functions of a camera operator and video editor.

METODOLOGIAS DE ENSINO (AVALIACAO INCLUIDA):

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TEACHING METHODOLOGIES (INCLUDING EVALUATION):

The evaluation of the curricular unit follows the Continuous Assessment model coming out of the weighted
average of the various evaluation elements, according to the following percentages:

Production file - 20% (group evaluation)
Showreel - 30% (individual evaluation - video and/or written work)
Final work - 50% (individual evaluation)

The teaching method consists of:

® The oral and active presentation of the different subjects that make up the curricular unit curriculum.
® Presentations of technical execution in the classroom with the students¢, participation.
® Weekly monitoring of the developed works.

NOTE: for approval purposes, it is mandatory to carry out the three evaluation elements with a positive score.

Os objetivos de aprendizagem sdo apoiados pela combinagéo de aulas de exposicao, demonstracéo e
acompanhamento técnico.

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DEMONSTRATION OF THE COHERENCE BETWEEN THE TEACHING METHODOLOGIES AND THE

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Learning objectives are supported by the combination of exposure, demonstration and technical follow-up
classes. The accomplishment of the works allows to assess the students' ability to conceive and develop,
individually and in a group, communication works in which video is the main tool.

Thus, expository classes are necessary to clarify concepts and work processes and the viewing and analysis
of exercises are intended to check, in practice, how theoretical concepts are applied and verified in the
required works

The main purpose of the practical classes is to give the students the opportunity to participate, in a supervised
environment, in the development of tasks that, together, will culminate in an integrated learning that will allow a
solid learning in the development of the final project produced by them.
